648-5246 or Peter Evans 315-354-4011), if long term 
camping or if one of your party becomes lost.

Recreation area 
This trail opens into some wide, flat, plain areas  
covered in scrub brush. 
 
J.  Beaver Lake  Just across the Moose River 
bridge is the access road and parking for the trail 
head to Beaver Lake, with miles of low river coun-
try and standing Beach. 
 
K. Falls Pond  At the Falls Pond & West Canada  
Wilderness Area trailhead is a large parking area 
leading to some 4,000 acres of pristine forest. 
 
L. Sly Pond  This old road and access to the upper 
end of the Moose, leads you out into the Big 
Plains, full of blueberries and new pine. 
 
M. Cedar River Flow  Trails around the flow 
weave from Beach to  
Cedar to White Pine 
forest. 

A. Cascade Lake  Located 2 miles north 
on the Big Moose Rd. just off Route 28. 
 
B. Brown’s  Tract  DEC camping area & 
access to Shallow Lake. 
 
C. Black Bear Mountain  Access off the 
Uncas Road, for terrain varying from 
low wetlands to mountain pine forest 
 
D. Eighth Lake  DEC camping area and ac-
cess to Bug Lake & Eagles Nest 
 
E. Boat Launch  The Seventh Lake boat 
launch parking area offers access to 
the Bear pond & Mohegan Lake trail up 
Seventh Lake Mountain. 

F. Whites Pond 
Located in The 
Moose River Rec-
reation Area on 
the Rock Dam 
Road. this access 
offers good, low-
country hunting 
around the back 
side of Mount Tom. 
 
G. Mitchell Pond 
This loop access, 
in the Moose 
River Recreation 
Area, offers ac-
cess through good  
Cedar habitat 
country. 
 
H. Bear Pond 
With many good 
parking spots 
around the Red 
River Bridge, this 
trail along the 
Red River offers 
miles of access to 
all types of  
terrain. 
 
I. Lost Ponds 
Located some 10 
miles into the 
Moose River  
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
